40 is a significant number in the Bible,
often tied to trials and/or suffering: the Israelites wandered in the desert
for 40 years, and Christ was tempted in the desert for 40 days prior to the
start of his ministry. The practice of 40 Hours Devotion dates to as early
as 1527, introduced by St. Anthony Mary Zaccaria in Milan and spread by
St. Ignatius and the Jesuits.
